“Wiping out the Bulgar race”: Hatred, duty and national self-fashioning in the
second Balkan War

In the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries, a variety of commentators and
actors stressed the malleability of social and political loyalties in Macedonia, where
multilingualism was common, where Christians had all worshipped under the same
authority until 1870, and where horizontal cleavages between town and country, or
merchant, artisan or peasant, seemed more significant than vertical distinctions
between nationalities, ethnic groups or, in the language of the time, races and peo-
ples. The Second Balkan War, during which systematic violence was perpetrated at
the command of the Greek state, marks a decisive tipping point. While descriptions
of army conduct appear to conform to subsequent definitions of genocide, to make
that case demands first that elites and ordinary soldiers thought in groupist terms, and
second that their groupism was accurate, in that it allowed them to distinguish
between appropriate and inappropriate targets of systemic violence. Close reading
of the evidence for Greek atrocities, though, suggests that Greek soldiers charged
with carrying out state policy remained ambivalent toward their allegedly sacred
duty: the flickers of humanity their accounts preserve, overlooked in the historical
record, provide critical perspective on the nature, origins and mechanics of stereo-
typical thinking, which served to identify “Bulgars” as sub- or inhuman others, and
thereby to define those who shared that thinking as Greek. The case provides insight
into the particular power of stereotypes in times of armed conflict, and the cumula-
tive effect of conflict on regimes of knowledge-production, such that stereotypical
thinking receives official sanction that proves hard to oppose.

Geographies of loss: Property and lawfare in the New Cyprus

This paper addresses the ways in which property maps onto territory in local nation-
alist imaginings. In particular, the paper uses illustrations of village genealogies to
show the central place of property in the construction of communal identities in
Cyprus. Whether legends from a more distant past or stories of displacement and dis-
ruption, property is central to the ways in which Cypriots construct belonging in the
island, both individual and communal. For almost thirty years after the 1974 division
of the island, the question of property was suspended, awaiting a political solution to
the island’s division. But the sudden opening of the ceasefire line in 2003 brought the
question of property and its role in communal identity again to the fore. The United
Nations plan that failed at referendum in 2004 foundered largely on the issue of prop-
erty; since its failure, lawsuits over property have divided the communities further.
At the same time, and paradoxically, the opening of the ceasefire line fractured the
strong link between identity and property by shaking many Cypriots’ long-held
belief that reunification would mean a return to the communal past. The paper links
this fracturing to the development of “new” nationalisms by examining debates over
the appeal to transnational legal mechanisms for solving the question of reparations.

Fixing national subjects in the 1920s Southern Balkans: Also an international
practice

The post-war settlement agreed at Versailles in 1919 marked the definitive collapse
of four major empires (Ottoman, Hapsburg, German and Russian). The architects of
the new map of Europe vindicated the “nationality principle”, creating or altering
states in the name of members of a nation. At the same time, according to the
minorities’ treaties that the Allied Powers imposed on certain states and according to
the League of Nations the presence of Others within was acknowledged. Whereas
scholars have usually studied nation-building —that is, the establishment of regimes of
similarity and difference adapted to the nation-state form— exclusively in terms of the
national project, for post-imperial Balkan states, this was, in part, also an interna-
tional practice. These states embarked on producing national subjects/citizens and
addressing differences of “race, religion and language” within the context of a rela-
tionship of international “supervision”. Taking the case of the League of Nation’s
supervision of the Greco-Bulgarian Reciprocal and Voluntary Emigration in the
1920s, 1 explore collaboration between international and national agents. These
agents worked together in disambiguating the multi-stranded affiliations of certain
not-yet-national subjects and inviting once-and-for-all commitments to their “real”
and always singular nationality, in pursuit of homogeneous nation-states. Yet as the
many problematic cases reveal, the implementation of the emigration programme
only served to undermine the supposedly self-evident categories of “Bulgarian” and
“Greek”.

In this paper I draw on Maurice Halbwachs’ concept of “collective memory” in order
to show how the work of Nicholas Gage can be understood as a constitutive narra-
tive through which the Greek-American Diaspora is able to construct and legitimate
their identities as Greeks, as Greek-Americans, and also as Americans. In the best
seller, Eleni, Gage describes his mother’s death at the hands of the Communists dur-
ing the Greek Civil War as a result of her efforts to save her son from the so-called
pedomazoma. In the much less successful A Place for Us, he recounts his family’s suc-
cessful assimilation into American society and his decision to exhume his mother’s
remains from the village in Epiros, where they were originally buried, in order to
rebury them in the United States. In this way Gage is able to establish his credentials
and those of his family as “good” (anticommunist) Greeks, “good” (upwardly
mobile) Greek-American immigrants, and therefore as “good” (loyal and patriotic)
Americans.

Being political: “Daily life” in western Thrace

This paper will present some of the ways in which the domain of the political is expe-
rienced by minority members in the town of Komotini in western Thrace. While
much has been said about how the debate between the Greek and Turkish states about
the identification of the minority as Turkish has impacted on local perceptions of
“insiders” and “outsiders”, the ways in which political discourse enters the domestic
domain has been analysed to a lesser extent. The paper will thus seek to address this
gap, and in doing so bring together the politics of research, the politics of statehood
and the politics of friendship in Thrace. In a wider frame, the paper will also question
the notion of the “ordinary” in anthropology and particularly in relation to the
ethnography of nationalism.

The personal and the political: Contextualizing violence in Nineteenth
Century Greece

In studying violence, criminologists, historians and anthropologists have usually
adopted one of two approaches. The first concentrates on interpersonal violence,
while the second focuses on violence that took place in the context of political activ-
ities, such uprisings or rebellions. Over the last twenty years, there has been an
explosion of scholarship on interpersonal violence. Quantitatively, we now have a
very clear picture of how the rates of homicide and lethal assaults varied across much
of the globe over the last two hundred years. Qualitatively, we now have a much
more fully developed understanding of the social causes and performative manfesta-
tions of interpersonal violence. Simultaneously, sparked by both contemporary
events and intellectual trends, the study of popular unrest and resistance, often in the
context of anti-imperialism, has flourished. And violence, of course, was almost
always an integral part of resistance. Studies of both forms of behaviors show that
they were highly ritualized and rooted in a specific set of masculine ethical beliefs.
Curiously, however, scholars have rarely studied the intersection and connections
between these two discourses on violence — the personal and the political. Using the
example of the Ionian Islands during the nineteenth century, this paper examines the
form, content, symbols, and poetics of both political and personal violence. The
islands provide an excellent venue for such a study because through much of the nine-
teenth century they manifested high levels of both political unrest and interpersonal
violence and because the archival sources from the islands are so plentiful as to allow
us to analyze violence in depth.

Reading pregnancy in Greece: The rhetorical production of maternal and fetal selves

In contemporary Greece, as in many other parts of the world, pregnancy guidebooks
have become important adjuncts to prenatal visits, offering women detailed biologi-
cal information and instructions on nearly every aspect of pregnancy and birth. To
successfully undertake and complete the project of pregnancy, these guides presume
that women need tutoring on how to participate in pregnancy and continuous self-
monitoring to make sure they are properly following instructions. Cross-cultural
comparison reveals, however, that despite their aura of scientific objectivity, these
texts are inevitably embedded in and reflect the cultural politics of gender and repro-
duction of the societies that produce them. Thus, at the same time as they offer “uni-
versal” biomedical lessons, they also implicitly serve as reproductive technologies
that convey culturally and historically specific understandings of the pregnant body
and of women’s responsibilities as future mothers.

Over the course of a larger ethnographic project on the medicalization of repro-
duction conducted on the island of Rhodes, I became aware of the extent to which
Rhodian women consulted guides during their pregnancies. By 2000, nearly every
woman I spoke with had consulted at least one guide. The text most frequently men-
tioned was the best-selling Birth is Love, the only guidebook to date written by a
Greek. This paper examines the ways in which motherhood, fetuses and pregnancy
are visually and textually represented in Birth is Love. Through a brief comparison
with the most popular North American guides, it also seeks to show how the rhetor-
ical strategies deployed throughout the text derive their persuasive force from dis-
tinctive historical and political discourses on gender, risk, maternity, and nation.

Memories of the future: Retracing exchanges across fragments of the Greek-
Albanian and Greek-Turkish borders — a preliminary note

When borders that have been strongly controlled for decades begin to soften, mem-
ories of previous times that the borders were easily crossed often resurface. As peo-
ple and goods begin to circulate more regularly, snatches of stories and histories,
memories and stereotypes —about past relations, about large and small events that
had fashioned the borders, about people’s own connections or separations between
the two sides— circulate along with the people who travel across to go about their
business. This paper explores how these histories and memories inform how people
imagine what might happen next, and thus help to shape the ongoing process of gen-
erating the border afresh: what might be reiterated, what could be refashioned and
what might remain apparently unchanged. The paper is based on ethnographic
research carried out in the 1990s on the Greek-Albanian border in Epirus, and pilot
research carried out in 2007 on the Greek-Turkish border between Mytilene and
Ayvalik in the Aegean.

Indigeneity and historical consciousness: Comparing Greek imagination with
others

In terms of the disciplinary classification of knowledge, the anthropology of modern
Greece has developed as part of the sub-fields of European and Mediterranean
Anthropology. This particular compartmentalisation encourages analytical compar-
ison within the wider European or Mediterranean neighbourhood, but not necessar-
ily further beyond. For this reason direct comparison of the Greek historical con-
sciousness with that of the ethnic groups Eric Wolf called “the people without histo-
ry” is less common. I see this compartmentalisation as a limiting factor that con-
strains the anthropology of modern Greece and its appeal to related disciplines.
Furthermore, I see the lack of direct communication between the Anthropology of
Europe and the anthropology of the developing world as representing a double (cryp-
to-evolutionist) standard of analysis. It is based on the idea that European history
belongs to a higher order of complexity, not directly comparable with the transient
histories of “smaller”, “tribal”, “marginalised” groups. Following this widely estab-
lished way of thinking, a great majority of the anthropologists concerned with indige-
nous identities have excluded from their discussions European histories and cultural
traditions. In a similar manner they appear reluctant to re-examine and put in per-
spective their own indigenous identity, thus reserving “indigeneity” as an analytical
construct only suitable for discussing the identity of others. I argue that the implicit
ethnocentrism of this tendency deprives anthropological analysis of new possibilities.

The modern Greeks, like many (less-privileged) ethnic groups (or “people with-
out history”), invest, with comparable persuasion, in their indigenous identity. This
is broadly conceived in essentialist terms and supported by competitive claims to an
authentic and original culture. While in everyday conversation the causality of his-
torical events is enthusiastically debated, most local actors in Greece will hesitate to
challenge the main threads that sustain the master-narrative of Greek ethnohistory,
such as for example, the myth of the 400 year long Ottoman yoke, or the connection
of Greek identity with ancient Greece and Europe. In this paper, drawing upon my
work in Greece and Panama I will attempt to problematise some widely unchallenged
notions of cultural authenticity that form an integral part of Greek national con-
sciousness.

National politics and the illusions of patronage

Compared to the anthropology of both Italy and Spain, national or party politics do
not appear to have featured greatly in ethnographies of Greece except, perhaps,
within the context of recent writings on ethnicity. Kinship and patronage, by
contrast, have been standard topics. Given the highly politicized nature of Greek
society for at least the last century, this is a surprising omission and one that does
little justice to the intensity of political debate even in the once remote rural enclaves
within which anthropologists of Greece traditionally worked. This paper reanalyses
an account of village elections on the island of Meganisi in the early 1980s, which I
previously described in terms of local kinship networks and local patronage ties, in
an attempt to redress the balance and to make clearer the ways in which national
party politics entered into village life.

The effectiveness of stigma: The production of suffering at ethnopolitical
boundaries

The difficulties former child-exiles from the Greek Civil War have confronted return-
ing to Greece and their natal border-zone communities make visible the devastating
effects of macrolevel regimes of ethnopolitical stigmatization on the personal lives
of former exiles and on the collective dynamics of social life at political boundaries.
In these comments I discuss the role of the state in the destruction of social legiti-
macy and the impact of social delegitimation on life and locality at political bound-
aries in Greece. Consistent rejection and contingent inclusion by the state play out
directly —but over the course of years— on the bodies and psyches of persons and in
the collective construction of place. Focusing on the reflections of one former exile
I examine the experiences that have formed his life-in-place as it is now in the 2000s.

Revisiting nationalism: Politics, biopolitics and the war on nature

The ecological peculiarities we have experience lately are unintended consequences
of the intellectual, scientific and political patterns of modernity. This paper aspires
to discuss nationalism as a cultural mechanism at the service of man’s scientific quest
and domination over nature. As a major force and a by-product of the political proj-
ect of modernity, nationalism appropriated designated landscapes and allowed their
transformation into polluted environments. Through a strong alliance between state
and industry, the pure and the pristine have mutated into the polluted and the con-
taminated. The paper will focus on the narratives of modernity, chemical agriculture
and environmental pollution in Greek Macedonia, in general, and in Assiros in par-
ticular. It will discuss how our past emphasis on national politics and identity, over-
shadowed early local concerns for environmental pollution, illness and death. The
mantle of nationalism can be held accountable for the miasmatic geographies that
modernity created, threatening the nations with pollution and the vulnerable bodies
of its citizens with dreadful diseases and ailments, such as cancer.

Recent critical work on Palestinian nationalism has treated violence as the central
problem in need of explanation, understanding or analysis. However, this paper
argues that there is a danger of over-determining violence, and ignoring one of the
central features of the current Israel-Palestinian conflict, namely that for most
Palestinians the second intifada has been marked by boredom, frustration and
attempts to live what passes for ordinary lives. A focus on the violence of national
conflict means that we are analytically well equipped to understand why people
resort to arms, but not so well able to understand why some do not. As a result we
cannot account for the relationship between relative participation and non-partici-
pation that has given the second intifada its particular shape. The paper therefore
turns the normal question that is asked about the Palestinian nationalism, namely
why have Palestinians participated in violence, on its head, to ask why most have
not. Many Palestinians seek to live what passes for ordinary lives, both as a way of
providing for family responsibilities and as a political refusal to prevent the Israeli
occupation from disrupting their aspirations. As such the paper explores the ethno-
graphic meanings and implications of the mundane and boring in the midst of politi-
cal conflict, and roots them in the broader distribution of violence and political rep-
resentation that mark the region. It concludes through an exploration of the wider
implications for the study of nationalist conflict.

Chios “mastiha”: A story of politics and the negotiation of tradition

The story of Chios mastiha is one of politics —political practices, institutions and the
negotiation of heritage— as much as it is one of economics — commodities, markets
and trade networks. In this paper I trace the political implications of the role and
function of the Union of the Mastic Growers Cooperatives of Chios in the post-World
War II period: its paternalistic practices and the contestations and conflicts ensuing
from its local operations. In the context of unraveling the Union’s recent involve-
ment in the transformation of mastiha from an indigenous commodity to a postin-
dustrial one, I examine the mastiha-related cultural economy dynamics from the
viewpoint of newly emerging interests, conflicts and contestations. Using this brief
historical account, I explore the different meanings attributed to “tradition” in the
past and today, the authorization of “tradition”, as well as the issue of what “tradi-
tion” authorizes under present day conditions.

Recognition is a three-way process: Exhumation and recovery of missing
persons in Cyprus

The process of exhumation has recently received increasing attention by
anthropologists. For example, Victoria Stanford notes: “as an exhumation begins, the
site of a mass grave containing the remains of massacre victims (often the actual site
of the massacre, as well) becomes a community space for local healing and a site for
the reconstruction of larger social relations” (2003: 17), and in her work she
examines exhumations “as the process of the excavation of memory and retaking of
public space” (ibid: 17). In this paper based upon fieldwork in Cyprus, I examine
exhumation in its cognitive, emotional, and structural dimensions. First, the paper
shows how exhumations involve the witnessing of the claims by the marginal against
official power, and is therefore a site for the vindication of subaltern memory against
official history. Second, from the perspective of the mourners, forensic exhumations
of missing persons who died as a result of mass violence holds very different
prospects to more “normal” exhumations as in secondary burials. Because the
missing person’s death had neither been witnessed by the mourner, nor properly
buried by her, the forensic exhumation will initially represent itself to the mourner as
an attempted recovery of a lost person, of an uncontaminated, perfect, loved whole,
sustained by memories of the person as alive — in short, as the recovery of the lost
object. Yet at the very point of potential disclosure and recovery through the forensic
exhumation, the missing person is revealed as dead, alien, unfamiliar, and
“unrecognizable” — with profound emotive and cognitive implications, and where
loss has ultimately to be recognized as absence. Forensic exhumations thus do not
correspond to Hertzian paradigms. Whilst the purpose of “Hertzian” mortuary ritual
exhumations is to complete the process of dispatching the person to the underworld,
and to finalise the mourning process, in forensic exhumations the aim by contrast is
to commence the process of giving the deceased a proper burial as a named,
identifiable individual, to return him to the world of the living in order to finally
dispatch him through the proper mortuary rituals which he never obtained, and thus
to commence the grieving process. The two forms of exhumation are thus
diametrically different. For this reason, whilst conventional mortuary exhumations
de-individuate through depersonalisation, forensic exhumations re-individuate
through personalization of the depersonalized (bones, etc). Consequently, the trauma
of recognition is both vitiated (and paradoxically sometimes semi-deferred) by the
identification procedures attendant to exhumation.

The period between the forensic exhumation and the burial is thus a particularly
cognitively and emotionally dramatic period for mourners. This period can be
characterised as an extended scene of recognition, where the recognized, the
recognizer, and the recognized-to undergo profound transformations. Following
some insights from Aristotle on the dramatic, transformative potential of scenes of
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recognition, and Lacan’s triangular notion of desire, the paper traces how mourners
undergo epiphanies of disclosure (such as through dreams, intuitions, “predestined”
co-incidences, etc), that enable them not just recover their lost ones and begin the
process of contesting official depictions of reality, but also to recover their selves —
though not with the functional optimism suggested by the key anthropological
theories of death and mourning.

Indigenous archaeologies and the Greek state

It is well known that at the dawn of independence local people throughout the Greek-
speaking area thought of the Ancient Greeks as a race of giants, not necessarily as
their own ancestors. Ancient monuments were their own saleable property, some-
times broken up for building materials or used to make lime (asvésti). In many cases,
however, the monuments were incorporated into particular local worldviews and held
to be sacred protectors of local prosperity and safeguarded for that reason. On
Kythnos a local priest placed an ancient statue in his home, and censed it alongside
his icons. Christian ideas mediated the understanding of the past. Greek independ-
ence and the rise of Hellenism as national ideology necessitated the taming of this
Romiosyni and the re-education of Greek citizens.

This paper studies events that took place in mountain Naxos during the 1830s.
Humble shepherds in the vicinity of the village of Kéronos began to see dreams direct-
ing them to dig up a buried icon of the Panagia in a remote mountainside named
Argokoili. After numerous men and women had had this dream over a period of five
years, and after sporadic excavations, three icons were unearthed in 1836. The Panagia
Argokoilidtissa was immediately hailed as a wonder-working icon and thus began an
annual pilgrimage to the site that continues to this day. Government and Church author-
ities were not pleased, however, because these activities broke new laws of the Greek
state. Whereas on Tinos, a decade earlier, the local people had been free to dream of
icons and excavate them, this was now, strictly speaking, an illegal activity. Prompted
by the police, Bishop Gavriil of Paros and Naxos, formerly bishop of Tinos, ordered the
villagers to desist from their “demon-inspired fantasies”. When this did not halt the pro-
liferation of dreams, the authorities confiscated the icons and locked them in a tamper-
proof box stored in the ieré of the Metropolitan church in the port town of Naxos.

Recently our understanding of these events has been considerably expanded by
the release of archival records from the Holy Synod of Greece. This paper explores
this historical episode to illuminate how Orthodox villagers experienced the transi-
tion from Ottoman millet to rule by Bavarian regency. Hellenizing views of the past
shaped state legislation and squelched traditional Orthodox practices. The episode
reveals a moment of conjuncture (in the sense offered by Marshall Sahlins in his
Islands of History) during which popular modes of thinking about the land, buried
objects and history collided with state views, which integrated emergent internation-
al ideas about archaeology and historicism.

The politics of cooking knowledge and its transmission

Knowledge of cooking skills, techniques and recipes is imagined to ideally travel
seamlessly “from generation to generation”. Alternatively, it is seen as a fixed
object, lost to the present, as the younger generation has abandoned “tradition” in
pursuit of surface values. This paper questions these views in examining the complex
ways that cooking knowledge has been passed from mother to daughter or
granddaughter on the island of Kalymnos, and the intra-family power struggles
implicit in such transmission or lack of transmission. In the matrilocal and
matrilineal setting of Kalymnos, female power and control over valued resources
leads to family alliances between mothers, daughters and granddaughters. However,
ethnographically underexplored are the competitions and tensions between mothers
and daughters as mothers protect and hoard knowledge of socially valued skills as a
way to preserve their centrality within the family. In the past daughters have had to
seek knowledge through horizontal ties with friends and neighbors. Now, with the
spread and democratization of cooking knowledge through television and other
media, new resources come into play while at the same time larger sociopolitical
shifts in Greek society lead to a simultaneous devaluing and folkloricization of
traditional knowledge and skills.
